The following charges are due and payable as follows; $30.00 application fee (non-refundable after the start of classes) due day of registration. Kit and books (non-refundable) are due on or before start of school. Tuition is due on or before the start of classes unless student is eligible to receive financial assistance or other arrangements have been made with the institution. If a student has not completed his /her course on the agreed time, an additional charge will be assessed at a rate of instruction of $5.33 per hour until hours have been completed. In the event you drop out of the program your tuition will be refunded according to the refund policy in this agreement.

REFUND POLICY

1. A student not accepted by “B” Beautiful Hair Institute shall be entitled to a refund of all monies paid.

2. If a student (or in case of a student under legal age, his/ her parent or guardian) cancels his /her contract, the student may submit a letter in writing within three business days after signing of the enrollment agreement, all the monies collected by the school shall be refunded. The cancellation date will be determined by the notification given to the school administration in person. 

3. If the student cancels his /her contract after three business days of   signing but prior to entering class, he/she shall be entitled to a refund of all monies paid to the school less the application fee.

4. Enrollment time is defined as the time elapsed between the actual start date and the student’s last date of verifiable attendance. Any monies due the application or student shall be refunded within 30 days of formal cancellation or within 30 days of official withdrawal date or date the school discovers that the student has unofficially withdrawn. The official withdraw date is the date of notification given to the school director in person.

5. In case of a leave of absence the school shall refund money due to the student according to the refund policy stated below, and within 30 days of the last date of verifiable attendance.

6. If the school is permanently close and no longer offering instruction, students enrolled shall be entitled to a prorated refund according to the refund policy stated below.

If the course is canceled the student will receive a full refund of all monies paid. ALL books and equipment purchased are non-returnable items and are non-refundable. 

In case of illness or a disabling accident, death in the immediate family, or other circumstances beyond the control of the student, the school shall make a settlement, which is reasonable fair for both parties. If a student has entered into classes, the following minimum tuition refund shall be made. 

WITHDRAW POLICY

If a student chooses to withdraw from the school; he or she may submit a letter in writing. Refunds are based on the last date of verifiable attendance. Below is an outline of the schools refund calculation.

TERMINATION POLICY
A student may be terminated from the program by violating school policies, which consist of use of drugs, possession of firearms, conduct, attendance, unsatisfactory academics, and non-payment.

Before termination occurs: a student may be warned verbally for first incident; 2nd incident written warning; Third and final incident will result in termination. 

If a student is terminated, he or she will not receive any refunds.
GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

a. Completes and passes all written and practical exams with an overall passing average.

b. Fulfills minimum grade requirements of 75% 

c. Completes the state required training hours: Both Clinical and Theory

d. Meets all financial obligations to the school.
